1. Call Meeting to Order at 3:30 p.m.

	Judge Charles E. Burns called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance. 

	Judge Charles E. Burns led the Commissioners Court and the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Receive Public Comments.

	No public comments were made.

4. Discuss & Act on the Regular Minutes of January 13th, 2025, and the Special Meeting Minutes of January 22nd, 2025. 

	Judge Charles E. Burns informed the Commissioners Court that there was a need to retain John Womack & Co., P.C. to process the FY 2023 and 2024 1099s.

	Cynthia Salinas, County Treasurer, informed the Commissioners Court that she prepared and sent the 1099s to all the County employees entitled to received them.  The only item that was not being complied with is getting the 1099s to IRS.  She has yearly provided IRS with the 1099s, except for 2023 and 2024 and that as early as October and November 2024, she has been trying to get a new IRTCC number to provide IRS the needed documentation.  However, she has failed to comply because the IRS changed the system and the IRCC number that she had no longer works and has not been able to get a new IRTCC number from IRS.  She stated that there are a number of other counties experiencing the same IRS problem.  Denise, with John Womack & Co., has been successful in obtaining a new IRTCC number and is assisting several counties, including Kleberg County, to comply with the IRS 1099 documents.

	Commissioner Joe Recio moved and Commissioner Israel Vela, Jr. seconded the motion; the motion was unanimously passed that John Womack & Co., be retained to process the 1099s for FY 2023 and 2024 to comply with IRS requirements.

5. Discuss & Act on Payment of Bills.

	Judge Charles E. Burns informed the Commissioners Court of the need to pay the bills presented.

	Commissioner Joe Recio moved and Commissioner Israel Vela, Jr. seconded the motion; the motion was unanimously passed that the bills be paid as presented including the cost of a new bulletin board outside the Courthouse for the amount of $5,000.00.
