Open Forum: Sheila Brooks, with Tri-County meals, approached the court about using one of the 

county barns as a permanent place to set up and do their monthly food drive. A group of citizens 

representing Silverton Little League, and other organizations that use the fairgrounds, discussed plans to 

do work to the baseball field and also requested guidance on who will do the work, and be financially 

responsible, for maintenance and repairs done to the grounds and utilities.
